Column 5 – Enter “RFP” if you have included resumes for the subcontractor’s or supplier’s 
management personnel in your Technical Submittal or enter “2 DAYS” if you will submit 
resumes for the subcontractor’s or supplier’s management personnel within 2 days of the 
Proposal Submission Deadline. Enter “N/A” if the requirements of RFP Section 2.1 Project
